Thank you for your enquiry regarding the Busking at the Central Coast Country Music Festival in March.  As Co-ordinator for the Buskers again this year, I would be pleased if you would kindly complete the attached forms and return them as indicated to Town Centre Managements address as soon as possible.  There are limited spots for buskers this year as we have to get businesses to agree to have entertainers at the front of their stores/cafe’s etc.. as well as supplying power for you.

With this in mind, you must remember that whilst busking outside a business you should consider that your music is not too loud (we will be monitoring this) and that you have your equipment in a confined space and not spread out to create a hazard for people to trip over and also to allow access into the store.  Be aware also that unfortunately there are people who consider items theirs and just take and we would not like to hear of any equipment being stolen.  

With relation to parking & unloading your equipment, please obey the normal parking signs, we know that this is an issue however we are endeavouring to resolve this issue with Council Rangers.

Also, during your performance, if you are asked by “Event Staff” to turn your music down, you must do so immediately, otherwise you will be asked to pack up and will be disqualified from the competition it is just courtesy not to be overly loud.  

In respect of the Public Liability Clause on the “Release & Indemnity by Operators” form, if you have this type of insurance already, that is fine, however as you are busking and not being paid for your performance, this is not applicable at this time.
